Cover Page

Purpose of the Grant:  To build capacity in the field and increase impact of the Dollar General Presentation Series, NCL will award two $5,000 grants to local COLLABORATIVES to support new or expanding advocacy and marketing efforts (that is, promoting, educating and/or lobbying for adult education and literacy, family literacy and English language acquisition). These funds must be matched by a collaborating partner such as a business or community organization and may be in-kind support (see below). Funding will support building the infrastructure for advocacy, using technology such as discussion lists, and protocols for list moderators, and developing communication tools, such as alerts.  Collaborating grantees will be selected based on their proposed advocacy and marketing plan, capacity to implement the plan, demonstrated support from organization staff and leadership, and ability to engage OTHER community partners.  

Eligibility:

1. Applicant must have at least one representative who attended the NC Dollar General Presentation Series symposium on April 21, 2010.

2. Applicant must be a nonprofit or public organization, association, or coalition with a focus on adult education and literacy, family literacy or ESL.

3. Applicant must demonstrate a commitment to work collaboratively with community partners.

4. Applicant must be located in Ohio.

Guidelines:

1. Application and a completed Adult Education Advocacy Outcomes Chart must be submitted by 5:00 pm Eastern Time on Friday, May 14, 2010.
2. Application and Outcomes Chart may be submitted by email to ncl@ncldc.net or faxed to 1-866-738-3757.

3. Cover sheet must be signed by the director and project coordinator (unless the same) and returned by email or fax by 5:00 pm Eastern Time on Friday, May 14, 2010.  Applications received after the deadline will not be considered.
Requirements:

1. Obtain matching support from community partners, in the form of funds or in-kind materials, equipment, or staff. We encourage creative arrangements.
2. Participate in ongoing technical assistance.

3. Participate in follow-up meeting 3 to 5 months after Presentation Series. 

4. Recognize National Coalition for Literacy and Dollar General Literacy Foundation in organization literature, using NCL/DG logo.

5. Initiatives must get underway within 60 days.
6. Submit a progress report to NCL documenting accomplishments, impact of the project and use of the funds by September 4, 2010 and a final report by December 4, 2010.  (All RFP documents and reporting tools are available at http://www.national-coalition-literacy.org/dgseries.html).
